Rules and Regulations for Students_2022-2023 

College classes function from 10.00 am to 4.00 p.m. on all the working days. Students 
should reach the classes by 9.55 a.m. 

Students should be with their ID cards inside the college campus always. He/ She should 
present himself/herself related to ID card details whenever asked for. 

Use of mobile phones inside the college campus is not entertained. They are strictly 
restricted firom receiving personal phone calls or letters. 

Students are not permitted to bring any visitor in the college during the working hours 
without the Principal/ Head. 

Boy students should wear formal pants and shits. Slim fit trousers, joggers, cropped 
trousers, cargo pants, track suit bottoms ete are not permitted. T-shirts and other 
kinds of informal wears are are not allowed. Girl students are strictly not permitted to 
wear skirts, leggings, jeans, frocks and high tops. They have to come in proper dress 
code as instructed by college authority. (Note: The above dress code is meant for dress 
other than the college uniform. Colouring hair, informal haircuts like box cut, sky high 
back on the block, pomp it up etc are strictly not pemitted for boys. They should not wear 

any kind of ear rings/studs, hand chains/ropes of any sorts. 
Girl students should plait their hair properly. Colouring hair, Free hair or clipped free hair 
etc are not permitted.) 

Students should maintain good discipline in the campus. They should not bring discredit to 
the college or to themselves. Disobedience and rude behavior of any kind inside or outside 
the college will be severely dealt with. 

Students should be regular and punctual in attending the classes and all activities 
connected with the college. No student is allowed to enter the classroom or leave the class
room during class hours without the permission of the Principal/Head/ Class-in- 
charge/Subject-in-charge.. They are not permitted to go out of the campus during interval. 

The students should stand up and wish the teacher when he/she enters the class. They 
should take their seats only after the teacher takes his/her seat or instructs the students to 
do so. They should wish all the teachers irrespective of their departments. 

Strict silence should be maintained during class hours in the Classrooms, Library, 
Laboratory, Examination halls and in the College premises. 

Use of books, magazines and other materials not approved by the principal will not be 
permitted in the college campus. 
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Any property of other students if found unnoticed or lost should be brought to the college office 

Students should take care of the college property and help in keeping the premises neat 

and clean. Disfiguring of walls, doors or breaking the furniture is a breach of discipline 

and will not be tolerated. Severe actions will be taken against those students in the proven 

context that includes penalty/suspension. 

Students are not permitted to organize any meeting in the college premises or collecting 

money for any purpose without the permission of the principal. 

Internal I, II and model examinations are part of curriculum and student should be sincere 

in taking these tests. They should not indulge in any kind of malpractice during 
examinations or tests. Involving in any malpractice during examination will lead to strict 

action from suspension, sem bar to dismissal. 

Eve-teasing is strictly prohibited& eve-teasers will be dismissed from the college. 

According to TamilNadu eve-teasing ordinance of 1998 whoever commits or participated 
or abets in eve-teasing, in or within the premises of any educational institutions, is liable 

for imprisonment for term which may extend to one year or shall we liable to a fine which 

may extend to RS.10000/-or both. 
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
